squeezed every opening they could but not much
was left according to both shop steward and Local
215 Executive Board member George Alheidt and
relatively new shop steward Samantha K. Belfon. This
was her first contract negotiations and George is a
union veteran.

She told the VOICE that this was the best contract to
be negotiated “given the economic times” and that al-
though members deserved more, the funding was not
there from the state or private sources. She added that
with the contract jobs of all the social workers who
worked in JBFCS clinics were saved. The agency ini-
fially proposed to remove the social workers from the
bargaining unit and make them atwill employees.

Both men were additionally instrumental on putting pres-
sure on the NYS Assembly securing the passage of the
2010 Day Care Notification Bill. Saunders called both
Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver and Ways and Means
Chairman Denny Farrell as soon as he was elected to his
new position. Saunders is familiar with the Council's many
issues and has been supportive in the past.

Originally from Ohio, Saunders is the product of
union parents. His father was a bus driver and his
mother was a community college professor. He said he
will promote the recruitment and fraining of young union
leaders, defend defined pension plans and benefits,
fight to secure equal pay for women and strengthening
fies to constituency groups that promote pride and foler-
ance among minority workers.

Saunders lives in Washington, DC with his wife and
two sons.

Council Executive Director Raglan George said that Lee
has demonstrated support for DC 1707 for years. “He was
there last year with Locals 205 and 95 when we marched
from Battery Park to City Hall for child care. And he will
be there for us when we need him,” said George.

Saunders replaces refired Secretary-Treasurer Bill Lucy
who was first elected in 1972. lucy was a founder of
the Coalition of Black Trade Unionists and a civil rights
and anti-apartheid activist. Lucy worked with both Martin
Luther King, Jr. in Memphis during the AFSCME Llocal
1733 sanitation workers strike in 1968 and for the free-
dom of Nelson Mandela in South Africa.

The contract runs from February 1, 2009 to January
31, 2012 with one percent across the board in-
crease effective February 1, 2010 and a 1.5 per-
cent increase across the board effective February 1,
2011. Health care costs by employees will be frozen
for the length of the contract and social workers who
have obtained LCSW certification will receive a
$1,000 differential per year for full-ime and less for
part time social workers.

Alheidt said that members came up to him and
thanked him for the hard work of the committee. He
said when the economy improves he expected mem-
bers will expect to receive increased wages and
other benefits.

This is a summary of the annual
report of the Day Care Council -
local 205, D.C. 1707 Welfare
Fund, Employer Identification
Number 13-2672380, for the fis-
cal year beginning July 1, 2008
and ending June 30, 2009. The
annual report has been filed with
the Department of labor, as re-
quired under the Employee Retire-
ment Income Security Act of 1974
( ERISA).

The Board of Trustees of the
Fund has committed itself to pay
service benefits for certain pre-
scription drugs, optical, and den-
fal claims incurred under terms of
the plan. Hospital and basic den-
tal service benefits are provided
through insurance contracts.

Insurance Information

The Fund has contracts with Em-

pire Blue Cross and Blue Shield to
pay cerfain hospitalization claims
and with Group Health, Inc., to
pay certain dental claims incurred
under the terms of the plan. The
total premiums paid for the plan
year ending June 30, 2009 were
$2,380,850. Because they are
socalled “experience rated con-
fracts”, the premium cost is af-
fected by, among other things, the
number and size of claims. The
fotal insurance premiums paid for
the plan year ending June 30,
2009, under such experience-
rated confracts were
$2.380,850 and the total of all
benefit claims paid under these
experience-rated contracts during

the plan year was $2,019,003.

Basic Financial Statement

The value of the plan assets,
after subtracting liabilities of the
plan, was $18,583,893 as of
June 30, 2009, compared to
$19,492,598 as of July 1,
2008. During the plan year the
plan experienced a decrease in
its net assets of $908,705. This
decrease includes unrealized ap-
preciation or depreciation in the
value of plan assets; that is, the
difference between the value of
the plan’s assets af the end of the
year and the value of the assefs af
the beginning of the year or the
cost of assets acquired during the
year. During the plan vyear, the
plan had total income of
$5,836,558, including employer
contributions of $5,867,193, em-
ployee confributions of “zero” dol-
lars, earnings from investments of
$721,733, and unrealized de-
preciation of assets of $895,339.

Total  plan  expenses  were

$6,745,263. These expenses in-
cluded $978,539 in administra-

tive expenses, $5,675,303 in
benefits paid fo participants and

dependents, and $91,421 allo-

cated to the Group Llegal Fund.

Fund allocation of $91,421, em-
ployer and employee contributions
of "zero" dollars, realized gains
of “zero" dollars from the sale of
assefs and earnings from invest-
ments of $9.

Plan expenses were $91,430.
These expenses included
$18,275 in administrative ex-
penses, $73,155 in legal service
benefits to participants and “zero”
dollars in other expenses.

One of the largest public day care centers in Brooklyn was
saved from immediate closure due to the collective actions of
parents, elected officials and the union. The Grand Street Setile-
ment Child and Family Center on Knickerbocker Avenue in Bush-
wick was ready to be closed due to a dispute between the
Administration for Children’s” Services and the landlord who
claimed that ACS did not want to sign a new lease.

Acting Assistant Commissioner for Child Care Contracted Pro-
grams Larry Thomas confirmed in a letter to parents that ..."Any
previous communication from ACS regarding a potential closing
of the Knickerbocker Avenue program is no longer in effect.”

Union members and the Political Action Department made phone
calls, wrote letters and helped organize parents to tell their stories
to local officials including City Council Member Erik Martin Dilan
who negotiated extensively with ACS. The center has 158 children
enrolled, with a waiting list and employs 50 members.

According to insiders, the landlord struck a deal with ACS to
keep the center open at this site for at least two years or when
Grand Street finds another location for the center.

Union Files NLRB Charges

Employees of a pricey, prominent day care corpo-
ration on the city’s Upper West Side held a demon-
stration recently with City Council Member Gail
Brewer and NYS Assemblyman Peter Rivera protest-
ing the firing of ten employees after a federal certified
union election. The employees, Head Teachers and
Assistant Teachers, were fired at the Preschool of
America West End Day Care Center in Manhattan .

The newly organized members were also bolstered
by a large contingent from sister union District Coun-
cil 37 and staffers from Transit Workers Union Local
100 who joined in solidarity. Local 205 President
Mabel Everett also spoke at the demonstration.

Outraged parents embraced the terminated workers
at the demonstration. Some 56 parents signed a pe-
fition calling for Preschool management to “...cease
and desist reprimanding, harassing and terminating
any Preschool of America employees who seek union
representation. Employees are guaranteed a legal
right fo join or form a union without refribution.”

Preschool Site Director Robin Mauro told employ-
ees that the company was angered by the employees
voting for a union and would terminate all employees
they believed voted for the union. Preschool CEO
Joanna Fan told all employees at a meeting that she
would not negotiate a confract with the union. The
company has 15 sites and is said to charge up to
$2,000.00 per month in fees per child.

Employees and parents told the union they were hor-
rified by the terminations. District Council 1707 AF-
SCME, which represents the employees after the
National Labor Relations Board election on August 2
has filed charges with the NILRB Region 2 in Manhattan
against the terminations. The firings began August 5.

DC 1707 Executive Director Raglan George, Jr.
said that the illegal terminations disrupts educational
continuity in the classrooms and disrespects the fed-
eral safeguards for organizing employees in place
since the 1930's.

"Representation elections are held daily across the
nation without such dire actions. But employers like
Preschool of America and Joanna Fan must be com-
pelled to respect the law and respect the basic rights
of their employees,” he said. Employees voted over-
whelmingly for the union because of charges of mis-
freatment by management.

Employees filed NIRB charges back in June
against the company which was illegally attempting
to discover which employees wanted the union Com-
pany officials told parents that they will continue to
fire employees until all the employees present for the
union election are terminated.

Union Sent Ten Buses to Capitol

Hundreds of Council members jumped on buses on

the wee hours of Saturday October 2 and joined hun-

dreds of thousands of activists on the National Mall
in Washington D.C. fo support the policies of the

DC 1707 members at bus depot preparing to join hundreds of
thousands at the One Nation demonstration in Washington , D.C.

Obama Administration and beat back the growing
wave of political pessimism brought on by the Tea
Party movement and its corporate and rightwing
backers. In New York State , nearly every charter bus
available was hired to take marchers to Washington.

The movement was also spurred on by activists
who wanted to motivate voters that the midterm elec-
fions were important.

Almost 200 progressive groups, including the AFL-
CIO, AFSCME and other unions, civil rights and activists
groups countered publicity-bloated rightwing groups,
like the Tea Party, which has gained momentum through
the national media. The Council organized buses from
Queens, Brooklyn, the Bronx and Manhattan.

The promise of the Obama Administration could
deteriorate if conservatives are able to block its pro-
gressive agenda. The U.S. Chamber of Commerce
spent an estimated $265 million or more, including
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Field Services Director Luz Santiago (middle) and organizer of the
DC 1707 portion of the demonstration with members and staff.

$75 million this primary cycle, on conservative Re-
publicans. It was hoped that the One Nation move-
ment can stimulate the voters who elected Barack
Obama in 2008 to the polls in the general election.

While tens of thousands met in Washington , union
activists in key states went doorto-door prior to the
national mid-term elections.

2,000 Buses from New York State

At the August 16 NYS AFL-CIO COPE Convention
in Albany , Secretary Treasurer Terry Melvin called
for 2,000 buses from New York state to carry
marchers to Washington . During its Aug. 4-5 meet-
ing in Washington , D.C. , the AFL-CIO Executive
Council issued a statement supporting One Nation
and saying we must fight the fear mongering and
scapegoating that is dividing our country.

"We have to fight this hateful demagoguery that
only benefits our foes, and we can't do it alone. His-
tory has taught us that the best way to fight the forces
of hatred is to address the economic policies that led
to our economic suffering, and that our fight must
draw its strength from an alliance of the poor and the
middle class—everyone who works for a living,”
read a statement from the AFL-CIO.

Speaking at Harvard University this past April, AFL-
CIO President Richard Trumka warned that massive
unemployment and growing inequality threaten our
democracy. Saying “the stakes couldn't be any
higher,” Trumka said.

Betty Hampton, Local 107
Treasurer, Dies

The Reverend Betty Hampton, long-time member
and activist of Local 107, died recently. She was the

Chapter Chair of the Development Corporation of Is-
rael and o member of CBTU and CLUW and most
recently a delegate to the AFSCME Infernational Con-
vention in Boston .

She has been described by everyone who knew
her as most pleasant and admirable for her devotion
to her job, her faith, her family and to her union. She
had worked as an accountant at DCI for 22 years.

She was also the pastor of Prince of Peace Univer-
sal Tabernacle for six years and before served as as-
sistant pastor. She stepped down in July to become
Overseer for the New York Jurisdiction of the Metro-
politan Spiritual Churches of Christ. She was to cele-
brate her 64th birthday on August 27. Through her
resourcefulness, she was able to arrange for the
church a nearly $2 million grant which was to fund
youth and community development programs.

"Betty Hampton epitomized local 107 and our
council,” said local 107 President Victoria Mitchell.
"She was a union activist that did not take her respon-
sibilities lightly but demonstrated foresight and concern
about her members and union movement. She will be
terribly missed and especially hard to replace.”

Group “Y’s” Accept New Contract

After months of contentious negotiations, the members
of the Group Y's (The Federation Group Work Agen-
cies) accepted a new contract which rejected all the
givebacks that the employer wanted in health benefits
and other areas.

One steward said that the contract was accepted
because its ends in January, 2011 with a hope that
the economy will be better at that time.
